Current items of interest include
*	NZ Transport Association (Roading authority) 

have approved to fund a turning bay off the 
State Highway into the village entrance in 
the interest of improved safety

	 To coincide with this work, a major 
redevelopment of the village carpark area (to 
double the parking capacity and improved 
coach parking) is proposed. Subject to funding 
being approved by the TSB Community Trust 
this work will include a stone wall and steps 
to café and illuminated stone wall each side 
of entrance for evening patrons

*  Following an offer from the Opunake Lions 
Club last year, the Opunake Railway Station 
(previously used for storage by the club) 
was transported to the Pioneer Village after 
funding had been granted by the Taranaki 
Electricity Trust. The station building is 
being faithfully restored before displays and 
memorabilia are installed to present the 
stories of this South Taranaki branch line 
which opened in 1925
